Tickets by Phone, Fantastic

In anticipation of a normal (relatively... hopefully...) athletic year, Saints is proud to present a new form of ticketing for home football and
basketball games, as well as bringing back the popular Season Passes.
For individual tickets to home football and basketball games, Saints has partnered with GoFan as a new form of paperless and cashless
ticketing. Fans will be able to purchase tickets on their phone, and use their phone as entry into games.
Alink can be found on the Saints webpage; just look for the GoFan logo and click. You can also download for free the GoFan app for your
Apple or Android devices (just search the app for St. Augustine High School). Once there, fans can buy any number of tickets to home football
and basketball games. Upon purchase, fans will receive a link their tickets.
*  Please be aware that tickets will not go “live” until 90 minutes prior to the listed start time.
*  Once fans are ready to enter the venue, they will tap “activate” on their ticket. Once a ticket is activated, it will only be “live” for a few
seconds, so please wait and don’t activate until the security guard or school administrator tells you to go ahead and activate your ticket(s).
* Tickets can be shared with other people via text, email, or the app, so it is not a problem for one person to buy tickets for a group or family
and then distribute the tickets accordingly.

Please be aware that Saints will only be selling tickets at the gate for the first home game of the season.

Aside from individual game tickets being sold on GoFan, Saints is also bringing back Season Passes. Once again, there is a link on the Saints
website (both on the homepage and on the Athletics page). Passes will be available for pick-up by the students on campus, or at the gate for
home games.

Season Passes are good for one entry per cardholder for all Saints home varsity football and basketball games throughout the regular season
(not counting CIF playoffs). Individual passes can be purchased, as well as a few options for family-based multi-passes.

Please be advised that while we are selling season passes with the expectation of having fans at football and basketball games, the purchaser
must be aware that Covid-related protocols can change at any moment.

This year, football only has 4 home games, while basketball will anticipate having at least 6 home games. Purchase plans for Season Passes
are as follows:

*  Adult Pass: $80

* 1+1 Family Pass: $125 (1 adult and 1 student passes)

e 2+1 Family Pass: $200 (2 adult and 1 student passes)

e 2+2 Family Pass: $240 (2 adult and 2 student passes)

Meet Mike Haupt

Saints Top Administrator and Varsity Basketball Coach

Mike Haupt is one of the most admired varsity sports coaches
in the State. He's a friendly face around San Diego, while
he continuously adds to his already impressive coaching and
administrative resumé.

Haupt grew up playing basketball with his three older brothers
and began his career playing for Mira Mesa High School in San
Diego. After performing well on the varsity team and reaching 6-foot-
5 in 1984, Haupt decided to attend San Diego State University where
he played as a point guard for the Aztecs. Haupt played the 1984
and 1985 seasons at SDSU before transferring to the University of
San Diego (USD) and becoming a Torero. There, he redshirted his
sophomore year and continued to play there until 1989.

Haupt and the Toreros made the 1987 NCAA tournament and
played a well-fought game against the Auburn Tigers in the Round
of 64. However, they ultimately lost at the last second to a final score
of 62-61. It was a thrilling game for the 45,000 people in attendance
and the players involved.

“It was so loud,” Haupt said. “No one could hear the referee’s
whistle at the end of the game.”

After graduating, Haupt returned to his alma mater and spent
four years as an assistant coach at USD. A few years later in 1995,

St. Augustine High School offered him the head coaching job. He took
the position but had a rough first season, winning only seven games
out of 28. Though it was not ideal, it is still one of his favorite teams he
has coached because of the camaraderie among the players and what
he learned about his coaching techniques.

After a few more seasons, Haupt had perfected his approach to
the game and eventually won the 2013 Division Ill California State
Championship, defeating Sacred Heart Cathedral 59-52 in overtime.
Since then, Haupt's team has been an intimidating opponent for

many, winning tournaments and gaining national recognition. In
recent years, they have been honored as a Nike Elite program. With
over 40,000 high school basketball programs, Nike has designated
only 200 as elite.

Haupt continues to keep his team a part of these selected schools,
even through the COVID-19 pandemic. Unfortunately, the pandemic
has taken a toll on all high school sports and their schedules, but
Haupt has managed to maintain a winning team by taking a different
approach at the current season.

“We didn’t think we would have a season,” Haupt said.

Due to this assumption, he and his team decided to have fun and
use this season as a building year, as most of the players on the varsity
team are underclassmen who still have time for regular seasons. Still,
the St. Augustine Saints are having a fantastic year and are currently
looking for another title as they make their way through the playoffs.

Coach Haupt has loved coaching at St. Augustine High School.
He has coached outstanding players, including two of his sons, and
looks forward to getting back to a sense of normalcy with a regular
schedule and a more extended season. Because of his amiable
attitude and loyalty to the school, Haupt has become admired by
many people. He is excited to finish the ongoing season strong and
hopes to see his favorite childhood team, the Los Angeles Clippers,
win it all in the NBA Finals this year.

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Catholic Schools See Boom
in Enrollments

While many parents grappled over the past year with whether
to send their children to public school online or in-person, others
considered a pandemic-era education imbued with religion.

One example: Inquiries, applications and transfer requests at
St. Augustine High School in North Park were at an all-time high this
academic year, said the school’s director of admissions, Paul Sipper.

While it’s not uncommon to have a waitlist at the all-boys Roman
Catholic private school, there was a new intensity among families
hoping to secure one of the 700 spots for students in grades nine
through 12, he said.

Students took part in a recent summer program
at St. Augustine High School.

“We earned the trust of our families and their friends.”

St. Augustine was aggressive in its push for in-person education:
It even filed a lawsuit in August 2020 against Gov. Gavin Newsom
seeking to prohibit the enforcement of shutdown orders that at the
time prevented schools from reopening. In a press release touting its
commitment to safety protocols, the school said it planned to use UV
lights to sanitize the air, as well as “an electrostatic disinfecting mist
system,” among other measures.

But St. Augustine wasn’t alone among its peers in the region.
The Roman Catholic Diocese of San Diego pushed for as much in-
person schooling as possible for its affiliated schools throughout San
Diego and Imperial Valley. The initiative piqued the interest of parents
looking at the educational system through pandemic-weary eyes —
what was the expense of private school tuition compared to the cost of
childcare, academic and social losses?

There were more than 300 applications for prospective incoming
freshmen. Requests to transfer to St. Augustine from other schools
tripled, some from well-regarded public schools in Coronado, Point
Loma and Poway.

The draw: in-person education and athletics with requisite face
masks and social distancing. When class-size limits called for more
elbow room than a classroom could provide, students at St. Augustine
were grouped into cohorts for alternating outdoor instruction.

“Parents saw how psychologically devastating being off campus
was, so they sided with schools that had a plan,” said Sipper.
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St. Patrick’s School highlights it's a real school.

Catholic schools at all grade levels in San Diego saw a net
increase in enrollment of at least 5 percent for the 2020-2021
academic year, according to Roman Catholic Diocese of San Diego
spokesperson Kevin Eckery. Depending on admission activity over the
summer, enrollment could increase by 10 percent when schools open
again in fall 2021.

“We're looking at some of the best enrollment numbers in years,”
Eckery said.

Cathedral Catholic High School in Carmel Valley is expanding the
size of its co-ed student body to accommodate record demand, Eckery
said. The freshman class will grow from 400 students to 440, culled
from 700 applications. The private school typically has about 1,500
students overall.

Eckery said the pandemic wasn't just a wakeup call for parents.
The influx of new students has “shaken up our thinking” about how
enrollment figures might ebb and flow into the future.

San Diego Catholic schools seem to have outpaced many of their
brethren elsewhere in the United States. Catholic school enrollment
nationwide has experienced its largest single decline in nearly 50
years, according to the National Catholic Educational Association’s
2020-2021 report. (https://ncea.org/NCEA/Who _We_Are/About_
Catholic_Schools/Catholic_School Data/NCEA/Who We_Are/
About_Catholic_Schools/Catholic_School_Data/Catholic_School
Data.aspx)

Citing COVID-19-related school closures and less classroom
capacity to achieve required social distancing, the national association
reports a 6.4 percent decline in U.S. Catholic school enrollment this
academic year. That's more than during the clergy abuse scandals in
2003 (enrollment was down 2.7 percent) and an economic downturn
in 2008 (when enrollment declined 3.5 percent.)

The NCEA worries this year's net loss of 111,000 students
nationwide, particularly among the youngest learners, will have
adverse long-term effects on enrollment: “It is troubling that even in
the midst of prioritization of in-person learning, many seats in Catholic
schools were left unfilled.”

The economy was battered by the pandemic, no doubt influencing
whether parents chose pricey private schools for their children or
opted for more affordable online academics. The Roman Catholic
Diocese of San Diego estimates its Catholic elementary schools’
average tuition is $5,630, while secondary schools average $15,229
in annual tuition costs.

“We did see the ripple effects of COVID-19 financially for our
families,” said Sipper at St. Augustine, where annual tuition is about
$24,000.

More than half of St. Augustine’s families already receive some
form of tuition financial aid. The pandemic pushed school staff to
work even harder to make sure a private Catholic education was
within reach for diverse families throughout the region, he said.

Families who were cautious about a return to campus could
withdraw and ask to have their spot reserved. But as of August 2021,
that option is off the table.

St. Augustine did report several coronavirus cases in the 2020-
2021 school year. School staffers were diligent about contact tracing,
Sipper said, and at one point the high school coursework went online
amid a holiday surge.

Sipper said private schools have an advantage because there are
fewer constituents than in large public-school systems. Decisions about
school closures and communications can be made quickly without
debate among teachers’ unions, school boards and families.

“I think how rapidly the schools were able to change course
was important to their success. Private schools had the easier road,”
he said. “We have a lot of flexibility. In this stage, our goal is to get
everybody back on the campus.”
